Article VII of our by-

laws states that the 

“Program Council 

shall consist of the 

Chair of each func-

tional committee of 

the Congregation. 

The number will vary 

with the changing make-up of the committees of the 

congregation….[and] shall be responsible for managing 

the day-to-day operations of the Congregation through 

the committees….” 

Article IV of our bylaws states that the “Board of Trus-

tees (“Board”) shall be the governing board of the Con-

gregation….develop governance-related policies; moni-

tor the Program Council, and attend to the control and 

governance of the business, property, and affairs of the 

Congregation. The Board shall also delegate the day-to-

day operation of the Congregation’s business to the 

Program Council.” 

UUMAN’s Board is responsible for setting the mission 

and vision of the congregation (with input from the 

congregation of course). The Board also has other re-

sponsibilities (e.g. long range planning, Personnel, etc.). 

It may come as a surprise to some, but according to our 

bylaws, the Board is not responsible for carrying out the 

“ministries” of the congregation. The ministries of the 

congregation belong to the Program Council. It is the 

Board’s job to determine whether the ministries carried 

out by the Program Council are consistent with 

UUMAN’s mission and established goals. 

At least since I’ve been here at UUMAN, the Program 

Council (i.e. Program Council Chair and all Committee 

Chairs) have been meeting monthly. Because we have 

many committees, there are a lot of people in the room 

for any given meeting. Although it’s always nice to know 

what all the committees are doing, sometimes a conver-

sation about Adult Enrichment has little bearing on Care 

Circles, Facilities or Music (and vice versa). 

For this reason, for the 2017-2018 church year, we are 

going to divide the Program Council into five (or perhaps 

six) functional groups. The groups are tentatively 

aligned as follows (this list doesn’t show all subcommit-

tees): 

 

 

1. Spiritual Arts: Worship, Ushers, Music, Audio Visual 

2. Faith Development: Adult Enrichment, MCY, Small 

Group Ministry, Arts, Contemplative Groups 

3. Justice: Social Justice, Earth Ministry, Family Prom-

ise, NFCC, Denominational Affairs 

4. Care: Care Circles, Membership, Hospitality, Brew 

Crew 

5. Operations: Facilities, Finance, Endowment, Stew-

ardship 

A possible future sixth functional group is also being 

discussed. It might consist of the following committees 

(some of which do not yet exist): 

6. Outreach & Connections Ministry: Public Relations, 

Facebook, Website, Newsletter, Communications 

Throughout the church year, each of these functional 

groups will meet periodically which will allow for a more 

focused agenda for each group. Each group will be 

convened by a Chair and each of these Chairs (e.g. 

Spiritual Arts Chair, Justice Chair, etc.) will meet periodi-

cally with one another and the Program Council Chair in 

what we hope to be a more streamlined Program Coun-

cil. (Please note that anyone at UUMAN is welcome to 

attend any of these meetings.) 

During the coming year, the Board Past President and I 

will be working closely with the Program Council Chair 

to help ease this transition.  

Although this is a big change, we hope that it will result 

in a better use of everyone’s time.

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Rev. Cynthia Prescott served 

UUMAN as our interim minister from 

August 2014 to her untimely death 

on May 28, 2016.  She loved 

UUMAN, from the time she was being considered by the Interim 

Search Committee until her passing–she wanted to be with us as our 

Interim and was committed to nurturing us through the sometimes 

thorny passage from lay ministry to calling a settled minister helping 

us thrive.    

For those who never knew her, she was a warm, quiet, confident wom-

an filled with enthusiasm for and commitment to all things Unitarian 

Universalist and especially UU’s passion for social justice. Her gifts to 

UUMAN were even more obvious after her passing: an organized, 

thoughtful transition from lay ministry to the spiritual leadership of 

Rev. Dave Dunn; her enthusiasm and unifying processes that enabled 

us to express our deep commitment to social justice; and a feeling of 

stability and being part of a larger community that we had not experi-

enced in a long time.  Her final gift to UUMAN was naming UUMAN as 

the beneficiary of $10,451 from a life insurance policy. 

With all that in mind, the UUMAN Board of Trustees (BOT) is commit-

ted to finding a meaningful way to honor Rev. Cynthia and what she 

meant and still means to each and every one of us at UUMAN. Believ-

ing that having a UUMAN Endowment Fund will preserve a small piece 

of the feeling of stability that we received from Rev. Cynthia and that, 

with time and a planned giving program in place, our endowment fund 

will lead to UUMAN’s financial stability, enabling us to better fulfill our 

mission, the BOT created an Endowment Committee to make recom-

mendations as to the most financially and socially responsible way to 

create that fund.  

The Endowment Committee presented their recommendations to the 

BOT at their meeting on March 23, 2017. Links to those recommenda-

tions and for ways to express your interest and opinions about them 

and the use of any remaining funds can be found as of April 2nd in 

three places: in the April edition of UUMAN Times , on the UUMAN 

Facebook page, and by email from UUMAN-Announcements. If you are 

interested in providing your input to the recommendations and ways 

to spend any remaining funds, click here to provide your information--

we will meet April 16, 2017 from 2-3p at UUMAN to gather your input. 

It is expected that the BOT will make their final decision about how 

Rev. Cynthia’s gift is used at the BOT meeting on April 23, 2017, after 

considering the recommendations of the Endowment Committee and 

the input from the congregation. Your input is needed!!

UUMAN is one of over a thousand congregations in the Unitarian Uni-

versalist Association (UUA), the central organization for the Unitarian 

Universalist (UU) religious movement in the United States. The UUA is 

led by the president of the association, principal spokesperson and 

minister-at-large for our faith. The current president of the UUA, Rev. 

Peter Morales, has been our national voice against policies of oppres-

sion and bigotry over the last eight years.  

Rev. Morales’ second four-year term is coming to an end in June. Dur-

ing General Assembly, June 21-25, the UUA will elect a new president. 

There are three candidates: 

Susan Frederick-Gray is a life-long Unitarian Universalist, has served in 

ministry for 17 years, and is currently Lead Minister of the Unitarian 

Universalist Congregation of Phoenix. 

Alison Miller grew up as a Unitarian Universalist, and was ordained 

into the ministry in 2004, and currently is Senior Minister of the Mor-

ristown Unitarian Fellowship. 

Jeanne Pupke has been serving as a Unitarian Universalist minister 

since 2002, and now serves as Minister of First Unitarian Universalist 

Church in Richmond, Virginia. 

Members of UUMAN are encouraged to learn more about this election 

and about the candidates. In the weeks to come, opportunities will be 

provided for members to discuss the candidates and to share their 

thoughts about the election with UUMAN’s delegates to General As-

sembly.

Please join us for UUMAN’s annual Passover Seder on Saturday, April 

15th at 5 pm in the Sanctuary and Fellowship Hall.  For those who 

have never attended a UUMAN Seder (or one at all) – ours is the UU 

version of the Old Testament story of Moses and the Jewish Exodus 

from Egypt.  

 

 

This story resonates with UUs because it is a story of Social Jus-

tice. This is a family friendly participatory Seder with voluntary reading 

parts, songs (some are catchy tunes set to popular songs) and a con-

test for the kids (finding the afikomen which has a small monetary 

prize for the winner). Add in Matzoh ball soup (so delicious) and a 

buffet after the Seder (service), and a good time will be had by all 

while honoring a very important Jewish holiday about social justice 

and equity. For families of little ones—the service is held at the table 

and there is traditional food served throughout the service to keep 

them busy. If you want to bring some snacks for them though, feel 

free. Also—we will need older child volunteers to read certain parts of 

the Seder as well. They will have fun!  No sitters needed. 

Julie Garrett has constructed a fantastic online sign-up poster (see link 

below). We aren’t going to completely follow Jewish traditions in terms 

of the food, but we do want to follow the tradition of no leavened 

bread. I realize that desserts will have yeast in them but please do not 

bring bread to serve with the meal. We will be eating Matzoh instead 

(unleavened crackers). All Seder plates and ingredients will be provid-

ed and the Matzoh ball soup is covered so they are not on the sign up 

sheet. Everyone should bring red wine and/or red grape juice for your 

family. 

Please make sure you let us know how many people will be attending 

in your party in the comments section as we need to know for table 

settings/setup.

Shawna 

is a poet and writer who has burst into song.  Or maybe she is 

a frustrated poet and writer who has burst into song.  She has studied 

writing within and without the hallowed halls of academia. If you 

ask her, both ways have their use.  A lover of language and a sniffer of 

book pages since she was a little cornrowed girl, it's no wonder that 

she has turned out as she has.  One day (and hopefully soon) she will 

make a tee shirt that reads "Black women writers to the rescue!" for 

she wouldn't be here without them.  To Shawna, being an artist means 

she is whole. She won't just live the half-life assigned to her. She 

chooses her life's dimensions every time she makes space to write 

and sing and create. And when she puts her art and her life to the 

work of justice and love, she is without bind or bounds. 

Carol has been a performer all of her life, ever  the chatterbox, telling 

stories, making others laugh, playing on stage variations of the Mon-

ster or Lover. She says: “I love Spoken Word. There is something to be 

said, so I write, I write to be heard, to rid myself of the constant chat-

ter in my head, to share my views, more so to discover who I really 

am.” Her passion for the arts has taken into directing theater, spend-

ing her free time writing poetry, and breaking out into song at the din-

ner table and the grocery aisle. Born in the United Kingdom, she spent 

her formative years in London, attending the Shakespearean Conserv-

atory for training in classical theatre in studies that included Moliere, 

Chinese Opera, Greek Theater, and the legendary traveling troupes 

commedia dell’arte. She is the creator, driving force, and host for the 

Wine, Cheese, and the Spoken Word series. Her appearance at the 

April event will include an interpretive lyrical dance performed to drum 

beats by Lisa Fareed Mohammed. 

An open mic session between the two sets of readings by the featured 

Spoken Word artists offers local poets the opportunity to share their 

work.

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Sanctuary is when faith communities offer safe havens—from the 

times of slavery and the Underground Railroad, to housing Jews during 

WWII, to the draft during the Vietnam War. Sanctuary is about families, 

faith, and justice. 

It isn't about left or right, liberal or conservative, Democrat or Republi-

can. People who support Sanctuary are connected not by political 

affiliations or specific faith traditions, but through a shared moral re-

sponsibility to compassion and justice. Families being torn apart is 

morally wrong, so we take action together to stop it. 

Sanctuary is emergency moral action—because our government lead-

ers have failed to act and our laws are broken. Undocumented immi-

grants have been waiting decades for legislative action to find a legal 

path to citizenship. But, as Congress stalls, these families continue to 

suffer. They are mothers and fathers, friends and neighbors, commu-

nity leaders, and volunteers. We see them every day, but they’re being 

taken away from our communities. 

Is sanctuary breaking the law? Some courts have interpreted harbor-

ing to require concealment of a person. When we declare Sanctuary 

for an individual, we are bringing them into the light of the community, 

not concealing them in the dark of secrecy. 

(U.S. v. Costello, 66 F.3d 1040 (7th Cir. 2012) 

Rescuing slaves via the Underground Railroad and protecting Jews 

from Nazis during WWII was considered illegal. Our saving grace is 

that immigration officials know that if they went into a house of wor-

ship to arrest a pastor, they would have a public relations nightmare 

on their hands. 

Let us lead our faith communities by example.  

As MLK Jr, said, "The time is always right to do what is right". 

I will encourage you all to watch: 

Reverend Mike Morran, senior minister at First Unitarian Society of 

Denver, where an immigrant mother of four has taken sanctuary to 

avoid deportation. "

Saturday Afternoons at UUMAN, 1:00-2:30, in Discovery Hall 

 After a hiatus, our mindfulness meditation group is back at a new day 

and time. We will now meet on Saturdays in Discovery Hall at 1:00, 

starting this Saturday, April Fool’s Day, 4/1. Whether you have been 

meditating for years or are curious about possibly starting a practice, 

we offer a peaceful space to sit as well as a time to share and learn in 

a community of fellow meditators. Whatever your belief system or 

spiritual practice, all are welcome and encouraged to come and sit 

with us. If needed, we offer a brief instruction period in basic mindful-

ness practice before we start. Afterwards, if you would like to partici-

pate, we will discuss our experiences. Please join us as we sit together 

in community. 

 We live always in the present moment, right now. Yet most of us 

spend most of our attention in thrall to our thoughts without even 

realizing it. Mindfulness meditation is a way of training our minds to 

let go of that cycle and become more fully aware of the totality of our 

experience in every moment, as it unfolds. 

 Jon Kabat-Zinn, founder of the Mindfulness-Based Stress Reduction 

program at the University of Massachusetts, has defined 

“mindfulness” as “paying attention in a particular way: on purpose, in 

the present moment, and nonjudgmentally.” While the practice of 

mindfulness meditation in the West comes to us via the ancient Bud-

dhist tradition of Vipassana (the Pali word for “Insight”), one need not 

accept the tenets of any particular religion or ideology to practice. This 

adaptable method of contemplation practice can be incorporated into 

any theology, preexisting religious practice, or secular worldview with-

out doing violence to the practice. Moreover, researchers have found 

more and more scientific evidence that mindfulness leads to reduced 

stress, more focus, patience, resilience, and even better cognitive 

function. Millions of all stripes around the country have gained these 

benefits, coming to the practice with varied intentions running the 

gamut from a tool to better themselves, to a supplement to their spir-

itual practice, to a search for metaphysical insight, to a way for secular 

people to engage in a spiritual life without needing to accept any dog-

mas.

Mindfulness Meditation 

A Page from The

Sharing the Plate: 50-50 
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Dear UUMAN Members and Friends:
